Matthew 26:57ð66  Christ before Caiaphas 

57
Then those who had seized Jesus led him to Caiaphas the high priest, where the 

scribes and the elders had gathered.  
58

And Peter was following him at a distance, as far 

as the courtyard of the high priest, and going inside he sat with the guards to see the end.  
59

Now the chief priests and the whole Council were seeking false testimony against Jesus 

that they might put him to death, 
60

but they found none, though many false witnesses 

came forward.  At last two came forward 
61
and said, ñThis man said, óI am able to destroy 

the temple of God, and to rebuild it in three days.ôò  
62

And the high priest stood up and 

said, ñHave you no answer to make?  What is it that these men testify against you?ò  
63

But Jesus remained silent.  And the high priest said to him, ñI adjure you by the living 

God, tell us if you are the Christ, the Son of God.ò  
64
Jesus said to him, ñYou have said 

so.  But I tell you, from now on you will see the Son of Man seated at the right hand of 

Power and coming on the clouds of heaven.ò

Then the high priest tore his robes and 

said, ñHe has uttered blasphemy.  What further witnesses do we need?  You have now 

heard his blasphemy.  
66

John 18:28ð38  Jesus before Pilate 
28

Then they led Jesus from the house of Caiaphas to the governorôs headquarters.  It 

was early morning.  They themselves did not enter the governorôs headquarters, so that 

they would not be defiled, but could eat the Passover.  
29

So Pilate went outside to them 

and said, ñWhat accusation do you bring against this man?ò  
30
They answered him, ñIf 

this man were not doing evil, we would not have delivered him over to you.ò  
31

Pilate 

said to them, ñTake him yourselves and judge him by your own law.ò  The Jews said to 

him, ñIt is not lawful for us to put anyone to death.ò  
32

This was to fulfill the word that 

Jesus had spoken to show by what kind of death he was going to die. 
33
So Pilate entered his headquarters again and called Jesus and said to him, ñAre you the 

King of the Jews?ò  
34
Jesus answered, ñDo you say this of your own accord, or did others 

say it to you about me?ò  
35
Pilate answered, ñAm I a Jew?  Your own nation and the chief 

priests have delivered you over to me.  What have you done?ò  
36
Jesus answered, ñMy 

kingdom is not of this world.  If my kingdom were of this world, my servants would have 

been fighting, that I might not be delivered over to the Jews.  But my kingdom is not 

from the world.ò  
37
Then Pilate said to him, ñSo you are a king?ò  Jesus answered, ñYou 

say that I am a king.  For this purpose I was born and for this purpose I have come into 

the worldðto bear witness to the truth.  Everyone who is of the truth listens to my 

voice.ò  
38
Pilate said to him, ñWhat is truth?ò 

After he had said this, he went back outside to the Jews and told them, ñI find no 

guilt in him.
